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Commissioner Role:  Provide leadership, direction and oversight in carrying out the mission and duties of the Ohio Commission on Service and Volunteerism. 
Commission Mission:  Strengthening Ohio communities through AmeriCorps and volunteer engagement.
Commission Purpose:
· Administration and oversight of Commission grant programs.
•	Develop and implement a comprehensive strategy to encourage and expand community volunteer and service programs throughout the state.
•	Acting as the primary convener to create partnerships focusing on promotion, communications, awareness, recognition, and professional development related to service and volunteerism. 
Commissioner Responsibilities:
•	Attend and participate in Commission meetings (4 per year) and retreat (1 per year) as scheduled. 
•	Service on one of the Commission’s standing or ad hoc committees as needed or requested. 
•	Approve all program applicants funded by the Commission.
•	Approve the annual program plan and budget.
•	Hire the Executive Director.  Conduct annual performance reviews of the Executive Director and establish compensation levels.
•	Determine strategic direction and goals for the Commission.
•	Develop and implement strategies to ensure adequate financial resources for Commission activities.
•	Represent the Commission at activities within their geographic area as requested.
•	Serve as a Commission resources as needed to meet with elected officials, visit programs, review proposals, etc.
•	Serve as an advocate for national service, volunteerism and the work of the Commission.
Qualifications:
Knowledge of and/or experience in some aspect of national service or volunteerism. Representative of one of the required membership categories as listed in the National and Community Service Trust Act of 1993 and the enabling legislation in the Ohio Revised Code.
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
